On August 21, 2014, | conducted a public participation meeting at Magnolia Hall. | sent
a letter to the neighboring property owners based upon the list generated by the city. 1 also
reached out personally to the management company for the Brookshire Homeowners
Association. Approximately 50 people attended the meeting. Attached is a list of the individuals
that signed in as requested. Almost all of the participants were from Brookshire.

The neighbors were given a presentation about the proposed development and the
requested variances. Following is a list of the concerns raised by the neighbors and our
response:

1) The biggest concern had to do with traffic. The neighbors believe there is currently a
traffic problem and they do not want any development that will make the traffic situation
worse. We responded that we have engaged a traffic engineer to complete a traffic study
and that his study would include traffic generated by the apartment complex under
construction. The neighbors were also informed that the other potential uses for the
property would create a lot more traffic volume, especially at peak traffic times.

2) The neighborhood didn’t want to be bothered by light and noise. My client will agree to
LED downcast lighting that will be dark sky compliant. Carriage will also agree that
there will not be any outdoor speakers or pager system. Noise is also not a problem
because the service area is located 18 feet below the grade of Ridgewalk Parkway.
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3) The neighbors were concerned about the potential environmental impact of the car related
business. Carriage Kia will be a state of the art run service facility with recycling of any used oil
or fluids and proper storage of new fluids in double walled tanks of other environmentally
responsive manner. The site will have proper stormwater controls that will include a water
quality feature. The neighbors believe the property is close to the Little River and the Rope Mill
Park and Corps of Engineer Land. In reality, the property is not very close to either of those
features and will not negatively impact them.

We will continue to have a dialogue with the Brookshire subdivision and will attend their
HOA meeting next week. As it relates to traffic, my client is willing to meet with the city and
the apartment developer to determine if there is any way to assist in resolving a current traffic
issue that Brookshire residents have complained about.
